ORDINANCE NO. 2095
ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE VACATION OF A STREET

CITY OF FORT DODGE, WEBSTER COUNTY, IOWA.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FORT DODGE, IOWA:

SECTION I.  PURPOSE.

The purpose of this Ordinance is to vacate that portion of a street located in Webster County, Iowa, as described as follows:

A parcel of land in the SW ¼ of Section 30, Township 89 North, Range 28 West, in the City of Fort Dodge, Webster County, Iowa, and described as follows:  All of the Right of Way having a width of 66 feet of Avenue “M” lying east of the East Right of Way line of U.S. Highway 169 and lying West of the East Right of Way of Tower Drive, as shown on Auditor’s Plat dated July, 1984.  This property is subject to a perpetual easement for public utility purposes.
SECTION II.

The City Council of the City of Fort Dodge, Iowa, hereby makes the following findings:

1. The vacation will facilitate the development of the Iowa Central Community College Campus Master Plan.

2. The street is no longer needed for access to property.

3. An easement will be retained for utilities.

4. The Public Notice of this intended vacation and the dates, time, and place on which the Council would first consider the vacating Ordinance has been heretofore published, as by law required.

SECTION III.

The street, above described, is hereby declared vacated.

SECTION IV.

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION V.

If any Section, provision, or part of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole, or any Section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION VI.

This Ordinance shall be in effect after its final passage, approval, and publication, as by law provided.  Passed and approved by the City Council of the City of Fort Dodge, Iowa, this 8th day of September, AD, 2008.
