AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 1339, AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR PUBLIC SAFETY


BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FORT DODGE, IOWA:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Fort Dodge, Iowa.


SECTION I.


The following sections of Ordinance No. 1339 be amended: Section XI. Possession of Beer as a minor by repealing same and adopting in lieu thereof as follows:

No person under the age of twenty-one (21) years shall individually have in their possession or control beer or liquor or other alcohol except to the extent provided by §321J2a of the Code of Iowa.

SECTION II.

REPEALER 

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed.


SECTION III.
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE

If any section, provision or part of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.


SECTION IV.

EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect following passage, approval and publication as by law provided.
