RESOLUTION APPROVING THE OFFERING OF PROPERTY FOR SALE

AND METHOD OF SELECTING A DEVELOPER

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Dodge is fee simple owner of real estate located in Fort Dodge, Iowa, and further described as:

That Part of Lots 2,3,4,5 and 6 of Block 15 of Carpenter, Morrison, and Vincent’s Addition to Fort Dodge, Iowa, lying North of a line Twenty (20) feet distant Northerly from and parallel to the centerline of the Southerly leg of “Wye” tracks as located in 1943 across said Block 15.

and,

WHEREAS, the City deems it necessary and in the public interest to offer said parcel for disposition under reasonable competitive bidding procedures; and,

WHEREAS, the City is desirous of identifying and approving the method of selecting the developers; and,

WHEREAS, the proper procedure requires the selection of and specification by this Council of the terms and conditions of the offering of such land for sale, and the terms and conditions hereinafter specified appear to be pertinent to such offering and in the best interest of the City of Fort Dodge, Iowa.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FORT DODGE, IOWA:

1. That said parcel of land shall be offered for sale by the City under the terms and conditions herein stated.

2. That written proposals for the purchase and redevelopment of said parcel will be received at the Department of Planning, Community Development and Building Inspection until 3:00 p.m. on April 12, 2006.  Final acceptance of proposals will be determined by the City Council at the April 17, 2006 Council meeting

3. That such offering shall be advertised in The Messenger, a newspaper having a general circulation in the community, by publication of the text of this Resolution.

4. Developer must show proof of ability to finance project at time of bidding.

5. Property is being sold “as is”.  Any unknown or unforeseen conditions are the responsibility of the buyer.

6. That each such proposal shall be accompanied by a check payable to the City of Fort Dodge, Iowa, drawn upon a solvent state or national bank in the amount of at least 10% of the proposed purchase price stated on said proposal, to be held and applied in accordance with the conditions of said offering.

7. That the Director of Planning, Community Development, and Building Inspection is hereby authorized to make preliminary analysis of each such proposal for compliance with the requirements herein stated and for quality of the proposal in view of the following criteria by which each proposal will be finally evaluated by this Council.

8. Future use of the property is limited to new development or for use under common ownership with adjacent property; property cannot be bought for speculation.  The developer shall be obligated to the following:

a. Any Construction proposed must be started within six (6) months of the transfer of property or date otherwise approved and completed within two (2) years.

9. That the City of Fort Dodge reserves the right to waive informalities in the bidding procedures herein provided and to reject any and all bids or proposals.
